Named for the Celtic-Roman province renowned for 
"Noric steel" — prized throughout the Roman Empire. The 
three blocks sit within the Austro-Alpine crystalline 
basement of the Central Alps, spanning the Inn 
Valley/Vorarlberg corridor where NW-trending structural 
lineaments have focused hydrothermal activity along a 
metallogenic system extending across the entire Alpine 
arc.

I N F R A S T R U C T U R E

Served by the Inn Valley corridor (Arlberg railway, 
A12/A14 motorways) connecting Innsbruck to Vorarlberg 
and Switzerland. Proximity to Innsbruck for university 
expertise. Cross-border connectivity to Switzerland and 
Germany.

M I N I N G H E R I T A G E

Mining heritage from Celtic iron forges through Habsburg 
silver and base metal operations. The Montafon valley is 
particularly well-documented. Platzertal at Landeck was 
once the highest-altitude mine in Europe (2,500–3,000m). 
These blocks have never been subjected to modern 
systematic exploration.

Stratiform Pb-Zn in Upper Triassic Wetterstein limestone. 

Bleiberg-type. Cobalt-rich mineralization at Silberberg-

Geyer.

Lead-zinc, silver, cobalt for pigments.

Montafon 186 km²

Cu, Au, Fe-carbonate

Marine Carboniferous over phyllite gneisses. Cu-Au 

sulphides in quartz porphyry. Dual-target setting.

Medieval/early modern Habsburg mining. Silver and base 

metals.

Landeck 1,053 km²

Cu, Pb, Zn, Ag

Polymetamorphic metasediments. Cu-Fe in amphibolite 

orthogneisses; Zn-Pb in paragneisses.

Mining from 1539. Platzertal: highest mine in Europe. Silver 

for coin mints.

All three blocks in Historical Data Aggregation. 
Archival records from the Inn Valley and Montafon
being compiled for the GexplOre AI pipeline. Landeck 
— largest block with most detailed records —
expected to advance into target generation first.
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
